2.	 An exhibit may be wearable clothing, or wearable needle-
work such as knitting, crochet or embroidery work, or a 
non-wearable item made in a 4-H Clothing and Textiles 
project under the supervision of a recognized 4-H Clothing & 
Textiles Leader.

3.	 Limits – Twelve (12) different exhibits, each to be listed sepa-
rately and identified by name on entry form (dress, blouse, 

crocheted shawl, etc.).  Primary members limited to six (6).

2.	 The feature exhibit booth provides members an opportunity 

to acquaint the public with a specific phase of their club or 
chapter. The booth can show what they learned, the activi-
ties in which they have participated, or contributions of their 
organization to the community. Judges will insist upon a high 
quality of products and materials used in the exhibit. A high 
scoring exhibit will be artistically arranged, colorful, attrac-
tive and well lighted.

3.	 Booths must be designed, constructed and installed by 
organization members only. Instructors, leaders and parents 
may only supervise.  This rule will be enforced, and if not 
followed may result in disqualification.

4.	 The entry form must be signed by a junior member of the 
organization.

5.	 All booths shall be 10 feet by 10 feet. Side and back panels 
of booths are 4 feet high.

6.	 Extension cords must be provided by exhibitor. Cords must 
be heavy-duty 3-wire (grounded) type. Maximum 20 foot in 
length.

7.	 All materials & decorations used in booths must be made 
from non-flammable material, or treated with a flame retar-
dant, and are subject to inspection by the Fire Marshal.

8.	 Exhibitors must make arrangements with the Building Su-
pervisor for a time to replace fruits, vegetables, etc., which 
deteriorate during the Fair.

9.	 LIMITS – Only twelve feature booths will be accepted (in-
cludes 4-H, FFA & Junior).  Feature Booths shall be limited 
to one entry by a Chapter or Club.
